COURSE DESCRIPTION

In this course, students continue with the development of academic writing skills through an examination of the relationship between
close reading and writing. Students are introduced to the different forms of storytelling found in drama and novels. The course begins
with the classical idea of tragedy, but will focus mainly on modern writers, perspectives on fate, free will, memory and history, to name
only a few themes discussed. Students have the opportunity to read these texts closely and to articulate their own critical perspectives.
