In this course students will be offered the second half of a two-course sequence in French devoted to the continued development of
oral and written expression and further knowledge of French culture.

French grammar focuses on basic French
grammar, present tense of regular er/re/ir verbs and main irregular verbs, as well as use of articles, prepositions, descriptive
adjectives, possessive and demonstrative adjectives, interrogative expressions, the simple past tense, numbers, expressions
for weather and basic French idiomatic expressions.

e Recognize and comprehend simple ideas and thoughts expressed in spoken French.

e Be familiar with some aspects of French culture and society.
